Meals included in the package are shown thus: B = breakfast, CB = continental breakfast, L = lunch, S =
morning or afternoon snack or tea, D = dinner (All other meals are on your own)

With taxi and motorcoach vouchers that we supply, you make your way from Vancouver to
Victoria on any of the frequent services provided by Pacific Coach Lines. Some may want to leave
early to sightsee in Victoria or some will leave in time to arrive for our welcome dinner in the hotel
restaurant. It is your choice. Hotel is Queen Victoria or similar. D

After an early breakfast you are transferred to the VIA Rail station to board the E&N Malahat
Dayliner for its 8:00 AM departure north to Nanaimo. Upon arrival here you meet our motorcoach
which continues north and stops for lunch at Joey’s in Campbell River. Later, snacks (great pies)
await us at the Cable House Café in Sayward. Then it's on to Port Hardy. We stay the night in a
comfortable area hotel. Frequent stops for sightseeing are made along the way.

After breakfast board your motorcoach for Bear Cove where you embark on the “Queen of
Chilliwack” Discovery Coast ferry sailing at 9:30 AM. For the next 13 hours you wind your way
through Queen Charlotte Strait, Fitz Hugh Sound, and Burke Channel. Whales and other sea life
are sometimes spotted. Good meals are available on board. Being close to the longest day of the
year you arrive in Bella Coola as the sun sets. We spend 2 nights here. CB

The day is spent soaking up the area’s history at various attractions. Local falls, a museum, the
Norwegian heritage house, a beautifully preserved church, a forest walk and an excellent general
store will be visited. The First Nations culture predominant in the area and the links to Alexander
Mackenzie’s epic crossing of North America will also be interpreted by an excellent local guide.
There will be time to relax as well. All guests should be capable of walking a few blocks,
sometimes on uneven ground.
