Sunday, July 11th    
Free** pickup at your Lower Mainland area home or hotel is organized for about 9:00 AM for departure 
from Vancouver’s International Airport by Air North for Whitehorse, Yukon Territory. Flight departure time 
is 11:30 AM with a flying time of 2-1/2 hours. (Alternately you can leave on the 6:00 PM flight.) For the 
early departing guests upon arrival at Whitehorse’s modern airport you take a scenic tour along the 
Alaska Highway to Miles Canyon and then check in at the Westmark Hotel for the remainder of the 
afternoon and evening. For those on the evening flight you will go straight to your hotel. There is much to 
see in this Territorial capital of 23,000 people. Welcome dinner included. After dinner we recommend the 

“Frantic Follies” revue, for great entertainment and fun. The show theatre is part of your hotel.            D 
** Free pickup service is subject to some minor conditions depending on where you live and accessibility by our transportation 
services.

Monday, July 12th    
Take an early breakfast and assemble at the WP&YR depot for your 
coach service direct to Skagway, Alaska. Departure is at 8:30 AM 
Yukon Time. Comfortable rest stops are made in Carcross and 
Fraser, BC. Arrival at Skagway is 11:15 AM Alaska Time – (an hour 
earlier than Yukon Time). Upon arrival you will board the Fraser 
Meadows Steam Train Excursion which takes you up through White 
Pass to a spot near Fraser BC and back to Skagway arriving at 
about 4:00 PM. A box lunch will be supplied. Your luggage will be 
looked after by your tour guide. You have the evening free in 

Skagway. Your hotel is the Westmark, centrally situated in the village, where you stay for 2 nights. L 
 

Tuesday, July 13th   
You have the day free to visit this well-preserved historic village. There are many shops catering to 

visitors and some good restaurants featuring local seafood.             B

Wednesday, July 14th  
After an early breakfast our motorcoach will load at 7:20 AM (Alaska 
Time) at your hotel to take you to the WP&YR car shops where you will 
board the special "Yukon Adventure" train for Carcross. We board at 
7:30 AM for a 7:45 AM departure. Awaiting you at Lake Bennett will be 
a hot meal in the station dining room. You arrive in Carcross at 2:00 PM 
(3:00 PM, Yukon & BC time). You will have time to explore the village 
prior to a motorcoach transfer back to your Whitehorse Hotel for the 

evening arriving at 6:15 PM and dinner on your own.     B, L 
 

Thursday, July 15th  
Your morning is free to take in the remaining Whitehorse attractions you were unable to visit on the 
first day. Rail fans will want to visit the 2 ft gauge Copper Belt railway and mining museum just north 
of town. Transportation will be organized for its 10:00 AM opening and return to town. Lunch is on 
your own. At 2:00 PM we can transfer you to the Transportation Museum and the famous Beringia 
Centre near the airport where you will have an hour or so free in each location before walking to the 
airport terminal for check-in at 5:00 PM for your 6:00 PM Air North flight returning you to Vancouver. 
We pay your admission charges. Your luggage will be looked after. Vancouver arrival is at 8:15 PM 
where arrangements are made to get you to your home or hotel in the Lower Mainland area.         B 
 

FARES: The 5-Day Tour, Sunday to Thursday is only Cdn$1,545 each based on shared 

accommodation. Single Supplement - $295. 

Included in the price: All trains, airfares, and buses, local guides, tour director, hotels, most 
gratuities, and meals as noted. HST of 12% is extra.  
 

Note: This low fare is subject to early booking at our special group rates on Air North. If you book too 
close to the departure date the fares will rise considerably and we will have to re-quote the fare.

We return you to Vancouver on Air 
Canada from Anchorage any evening. We can customize your itinerary for the number of days you 
would like to add on and quote you very competitive pricing, including local hotels.
